1. Fill out the License Application and Compliancy Matrix and submit to:

2. Get invoiced for first annual license fee and pay.

Once the fee is paid, you will be sent a link for the validation framework software for a device.

3. Once the Compliancy Matrix is approved (you will receive an e-mail notification), you are self certified and can claim compliancy and use the name and logo.

4. To maintain compliancy:

a. Within 90 days of Compliancy Matrix approval, send Bob McCurrach the successful output file from the validation framework.

b. Within 1 year of Compliancy Matrix approval, participate in a PlugFest for public demonstration of device or software.

ANNEX A

Product Registration Requirements

Products shall be registered with the A3 to obtain the license to use the registered logo and to make reference to GigE Vision in commercial use.  The A3 shall be responsible to maintain a registration package for each product/product family submitted by member companies.  The package shall contain a signed registration form certifying compliance submitted by each company and the appropriate supporting documentation.

Compliancy Matrix

The compliancy matrices are part of the standard.  The appropriate matrix for the product being certified shall be submitted to the A3 by the applicant.  Current matrices are for the Device, Application, GVSP Receiver and GVSP Transceiver.

Validation Framework

The Validation Framework is part of the official certification process for products registered in the device category.  The submitter has to claim full compliancy with the Validation Framework.  Additionally, this compliancy also has to be publicly demonstrated within one year (12 months) of registering the product with the A3.

If the product registered represents a family of devices, then compliancy has to be demonstrated only for one model of the registered product.

Compliancy to the Validation Framework is defined here as being able to pass 100% of the test cases of latest official version of the GigE Vision Validation Framework available at registration time.  The transcript of the run of the Validation Framework shall be submitted to the A3.

Public demonstrations can be held at any PlugFest events sponsored by the A3 or any other public event where at least one senior representative of the GigE Vision committee (chairman or vice-chair), without direct conflict of interest, is present in order to attest the validity of the demonstration.  An authorized representative could also be accredited by the A3 in order to oversee one of these public events.  Other events, such as technical meetings directly or indirectly related to GigE Vision, are also eligible to be considered official if at least one senior representative of the GigE Vision committee or an A3 authorized representative, without direct conflict of interest, is present.  These public events will be publicly announced by the A3 at least one month before the event will be taking place.

Public demonstration of compliancy is done using the latest version of the Validation Framework available one month prior the public event where compliancy is demonstrated.  If some problems are found and a fix is made available during the month leading to the public event, it will be possible to either use the Validation Framework available one month prior to the public event or the updated version.

If for any reason the A3 is unable to organize two public events within the 12 months from product registration, the requirements to publicly demonstrate compliancy is extended up until the time a second event is held.

Products from the device category registered before the official introduction of the Validation Framework must publicly demonstrate compliancy prior to January, 2009.

Although the Validation Framework public demonstration only needs to happen once, it is the responsibility of the GigE Vision device manufacturer to ensure that new versions of its registered products remain compatible with the Validation Framework.

Previously registered GigE Vision devices need only undergo re-certification (demonstrated by submitting the transcript of the run of the latest validation Framework against that device) if that device now supports a newer version of the GigE Vision specification than it did previously (for example, if a device was previously certified when it supported GigE Vision 1.2, it only needs to be re-certified in the future if it supports GigE Vision 2.0 or later).  In the case where a GigE Vision device claimed compliance to a version of the GigE Vision specification which was not supported by the Validation Framework at the time of that device’s introduction to the market, that device must demonstrate compliance with the Validation Framework within a period of 1 year following the release of a version of the Validation Framework supporting that version of the GigE Vision specification.
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
